So whats wrong with that

ÁNo access for fire engines

ÁNo access to hydrants

ÁSight lines reduced 

ÁExtensive Damage to landscaping and hardscaping

ÁDKIT looks awfull , it does not take itself seriously!! 
Reputational Damage

ÁCannot make deliveries or collections.

ÁCould not get maintenance plant to certain areas

ÁHealth and safety potential.

ÁPublic Transport , buses could not access campus.



Actual dangerous occurences

ÁAmbulances could not gain entry to football fields to 
attend 2 student with fractures

ÁUnwell Student in wheelchair  could not get to health 
unit as all footpaths blocked by parked cars

ÁVisually impaired student totally dis-orientated by cars 
on footpaths, entry to footpath blocked. Needed help

ÁPerson slipped and fell on grass rounding a car parked 
on footpath

ÁCar park rage incident between student and staff

ÁCar accident between 2 staff in carpark (HR asked to 
sort out??)

ÁPerson tripped on paving damaged by parking traffic

ÁHuge number of trips in and out of Institute (lunchtime) 
more risk of accident.



What to do

ÁMe & Head of development. Decide to 

ask consultant to look at sustainable 

traffic management approach.

ÁCritical decision , Get President support 

& Governing Body Approval.

ÁBriefing Document prepared Sept 2005, 

arup appointed dec 2005 after etenders

ÁFull traffic management report prepared incl questionaires 

, study of addresses, study of traffic routes and modes.( 

Cost ú40,000).

ÁResult June 2006, the usual, promote public transport 

(seed new routes using Institute monies),encourage  

modal changes cycling / walking , possible car-pooling, 

more bike sheds and facilities

ÁNote more car-parks not an option

ÁOh yea and introduce clamping to alleviate current h&s 

issues, and also charge for parking to reduce demand.
